Research Projects

Practical project in which pupils will explore a range
of media and approaches to produce finished pieces
incorporating any Art and Design process. Emphasis is
put on final pieces. Pupils are required to write
approx. 3000 words in the form of a supportive essay
that explains their project ideas, developments and
understanding of the artists studied.

Controlled Assignment

Fifteen-hour examination piece following
investigation of theme selected from externally set
paper. This paper is released February 1%t and then
students have approximately 6 weeks to prepare a
project of work to support their final piece they
create in the 15 hour controlled exam.

Methods of Assessment:

Research Projects = 60% Controlled Assignment = 40%
